There is much we can do to mitigate the damage the Obama
administration has done and continues to do.

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1) Choose a race you're interested in. Use an internet search engine to get information about
who is running for office. For example, you might search on “Ohio senate race.” The search will
return a number of web pages where you can obtain information.




2) Go onto candidates’ websites and determine whether they are in sync with Tea Party
Principles. You can also look for Tea Party groups in the state and call or e-mail them to see if
they've rated candidates as to which would do a better job of supporting our principles.

3) Once you've identified a candidate you want to support, go on to their website. Often they
will list ways you can help. Some have systems that allow you to call voters on their behalf,
including a suggested message you can read. Even if you are out-of-state, contact the candidate
you want to support and ask how you can help; many activists make phone calls for candidates in
states far and wide.

4) You can also identify the newspapers in your candidate’s area and write a letter to the
editor in their behalf, or find out if the paper has comment posting sections and post comments in
behalf of the candidate. Identify radio call-in programs...call and let your voice be heard. All of
these activities could help to influence voters in the area as to which candidate would best
represent them.
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In Alaska_ --where a Republican primary will be held on August 24" — current
GOP Senator Lisa Murkowski is being challenged by Constitutional
Conservative Joe Miller (joemiller.us) who more closely represents Tea Party
core values. At the present time, he is behind in the polls.

Senator Murkowski voted for TARP, supports amnesty for illegals,
taxpayer-funded abortions and Cap & Trade. She opposes repealing
ObamaCare. In a statement last week, Senator Murkowski called the Tea Party movement
“disgraceful.”

In Connecticut_ — where a Republican primary will be on August 10™ — there is a similar situation.
The Republican old guard has endorsed Linda McMahon, a moderate to

liberal Republican. She is being challenged by Peter Schiff, an economist

and supporter of Tea Party principles. McMahon is well-funded and, while

she claims to be more conservative, her record shows support for liberal

causes and candidates in the past.

Schiff, on the other hand, wants to get our country’s fiscal house in order, impose a hard
cap on the national debt, control government spending and end the government’s assault on jobs.
Schiff’'s web site (schiffforsenate.com) has a section (click on The Issues tab) where activists can
sign up to make phone calls on Schiff’'s behalf, at no cost to you as long as you use a land line.

In_South Carolina_ — where primaries were held in June — Congressman
Joe Wilson is in a close race against a well-funded liberal candidate, Rob
Miller, who has received his first payment ($370,000) of what promises to be
more than $1 Million in campaign donations from moveon.org, Rob Miller is
closely aligned with Pres. Obama’s policies.

Liberal and socialist organizations have targeted Congressman Joe




Wilson (joewilsonforcongress.com), because he gained national approval by calling out “you lie” in
response to President Obama’s assertion we would not fund health care for illegal aliens.
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Election fraud — it's coming! The Democrat National Committee already launched what they’re
calling “the largest voter registration in history.” That means ACORN is already on the ground in
all states. Their vast network of community organizations and well-paid employees specifically
trained to get the vote out by whatever means they can, ACORN’s unorthodox activities jeopardize
our system of free and fair elections.
